The Quakers had trouble
early before completely domi-
nating the first 12 minutes of
the second half and turning a
close game into a route.

Harvard had leads of 7-0 and
11-4 before Penn put its game
together and took a 37-32 half-
time advantage.

The Crimson went scoreless
for a six-minute stretch before
Jim Mustoe hit a 20-foot jumper
with 8 minutes 46 seconds to
play. By that time, Penn had
built a 60-37 lead with a 16-
point string that extended a
44-37 lead,

Bob Morse led the Quakers
with 16 poimts. Jim Fitzsim-
mons had 12 for Harvard, which
has an 0-3 won-lost mark in
the league. Penn is 9-1 and 2.0.
