Big Red Rolls for 339 Yards

Cornell completely dominated the
game from early in the second period.
The Big Red offense, sporadic during
the year, rolled up 339 yards, with a
sophomore quarterback, Mike “Tanner,
accounting for 195 as he completed 13
of 17 passes.

A senior halfback, Tim LaBeau, led
the Big Red ground attack with 70
yards and two touchdowns. The Penn
quarterback, Bob  Graustein, the
league’s top passer, was constantly
harassed by the swarming Big Red
defense. He hit on eight of 21 passes
for 81 yards, and it wasn’t until the
Penn coach, Harry Gamble, inserted
Tony Sciolla, a junior, in the fourth
period that the Quakers came alive.
Sciolla, not even listed in the pro-
gram, brought Penn to within 24-13 on
a 4-yard keeper with seven minutes
left, but it was as close as the losers
would get. Interceptions by two Big
Red reserves, Dan Leonard and Dave
Skoczylas, stopped the final Quaker
drives. _

The squads struggled fruitlessly in
the first period, with both teams miss-
ing many opportunities. Penn took ad-
vantage of a bad pass from center on a
Cornell punt to take over on the Big
Red 30. Six plays later, Graustein
sneaked in from the 1.

Cornell struck back midway through
