Oklahoma Beats Ohio State, 29-28

COLUMBUS, Ohio, Sept. 24—-—Uwe
von Schamann, an unflappable native
of West Berlin who now lives in Fort
Worth, settled a big football game that
a bunch of fast, husky native Ameri-
cans could not resolve when he kicked
a 4l-vard field goal in-the last three
seconds to give Oklahoma a thrilling
29-28 triumph over Ohio State today.

Just moments bhefore his third and
winning field goal von Schamann had
given the Sooners their last chance by
dribbling a short, right-to-left onside
kickoff. The ball was recovered by

Mike Babh, a native Oklahoman, on

the 50-yard line, and from there the
Saoners moved to the Ohio State 23

in four plays before the field goal

ended one of the most unusual and
thrilling games ever staged by either
of these two powers.

This was the first meeting between
Oklahoma and Ohio State, a first that
will long be remembered by the 88,119
people packed into Ohip Stadium and
a large regional television audience.

At first it appeared Oklahoma would
run away to the biggest victory ever
gained against an Ohio State team
coached hy Woody Hayes. The Sooners
scored each of the first four times they
got the ball and led by 20-0 early in
the second period.

Then things changed so abruptly that
it appeared the Buckeyes would win
easily while much of Oklahoma's offen-
sive power was sidelined with injuries,

Then it became anybody’'s game at
the end, and Oklahoma came up with
a victory that its coach, Barry Switzer,
said was “certainly one of the biggest
in Oklahoma history—right there up
on top.”

Hayes, in his 27th season as Ohio
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State’s head coach, acknowledged the
excitement and emotion of this game,
in which the Buckeyes were dealt their
first defeat in three contests this sea-
son, but said, “1 would rather have it
dull and win.”

There just was not a dull moment

" Peacock Scores Late Touchdown

Oklahoma was lucky that Peacock
remained healthy. It was this speedy
back who scored the last touchdown
of the game, on a 2-yard right-pitchout
sweep that got the Sooners back to
a 28-26 deficit with 89 seconds to go.

Oklahoma attempted the same play

for ‘'a 2-point conversion that would
have tied the game, But this-time Mike
Guess, Paul Ross and Tom Blinco
swarmed all over Peacock and stopped
him short of the goal line.
- Then came the short kickoff. by von
' Schamann. The ball bounced off a huge
Buckeye lineman, and Oklahoma s Babb
fell on it.

When in control each team struck
with spellbinding” suddenness - that
turned the big partisan crowd from
total despondency to total enthusiasm
within seconds.

On the Sooners’ sixth offenswe play
Lott fumbled in a drive through center.
But the ball was kicked up into the
hands of Peacock, who never missed
a step-and ran 33 yards into the end
zone,

The next time Oklahoma got the ball

a 33-yarder.

So Oklahoma had that 20- 0 lead at
2 minutes 2 seconds of the second
quarter, and Ohio State did not even
. have a first down yet.
~ Rarely does a team, even a power
. such as Ohio State, gain dominance of
~a game from an opponent that was
once in complete control. But that is
just what Ohio State did after that sec-
ond von Schamann field goal.

* First it' was Ron Springs, the fleet
Vlrglman in the Buckeye backfield,
who went 30 yards for the first, Ohio
State touchdown. Then the Bucke es,
like Oklahoma,, struck again qunc ly,
scoring 46 saconds after Springs’s tally.
